Th is year’s special exhibit in the Archives and 
Museum celebrates  the 200th anniversary of Jarvis Collegiate Institute, which began in the 
Anglican rectory at the corner of King and George Streets in 1807. Th e oldest school in Toronto, 
it was the fi rst to receive public funding, and its history is closely allied with St. James. Its fi rst 
two principals were Rectors of the church, the next two were assistants to the Rector, and our 
fi rst Dean served as Chair of the School Board for 40 years. Entitled “Early Days, the Birth of 
Public Education in Ontario”, the exhibit traces this history from pre-revolutionary days in the 
U.S. to Simcoe’s keen interest in education in the emerging Canada. It recognizes the Rev. John 
Stuart as the father of public education in Ontario, and follows its growth in York and Toronto 
through the 19th century, recognizing the contributions of both the Catholic and the Protestant 
churches. 

Th e exhibition is set against the history of early Toronto. See the chess set that D’Arcy 
Boulton carved while held prisoner in France; a fi rst-hand account of the 1837 Rebellion as 
witnessed by John Howard; and the silver cup awarded the school for winning at Tug-of-War 
that is older than the Stanley Cup. Read about C.R.Brooke, the teacher who was fi red for 
blasphemy for teaching the Th eory of Evolution before Darwin even published, and fi nd out 
what happened when a teacher suggested to the principal that women should get equal pay for 
equal work!
